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The HCPC has assessed the length of time that International route registrants remained registered for
following their first registration. This analysis is hoped to contribute to wider workforce planning efforts.

METHODS

All new international route Orthoptists first registering between 01 June 2013 and 31 May 2017 were
included (n=7) and their registration status at least four years later determined. The registrant's nationalities
were grouped by World Bank income categories as at 2015 into High Income Countries (HIC) or Low &
Middle Income Countries (LMIC). The Kaplan-Meier method was used to estimate the percent remaining
registered and the corresponding 95% confidence intervals for those estimates.

RESULTS
